THEY ARE:
L. PERSONAL, SOCIAL AND EMOTIONAL DEVELOPMENT (PSED)
2. COMMUNICATION AND LANGUAGE (CL)
3. PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT (PD)

OUR CURRICULUM IS BASED ON THE CHILDREN'S INTERESTS AND UNDERPINNED BY COMMUNICATION AND

LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT OPPORTUNITIES.

AS OUR CHILDREN SETTLE INTO THEIR NEW SURROUNDINGS OUR FIRST AIM IS TO HELP THEM DEVELOP A
SENSE OF SELF AND BELONGING, BEGIN TO FORM POSITIVE RELATIONSHIPS WITH STAFF AND CHILDREN AND
START 1O LEARN THEIR NEW ROUTINES AND BOUNDARIES. WE WILL DO THIS THROUGH GETTING TO KNOW
THEM AS INDIVIDUALS, INCLUDING WHAT THEY ENJOY AND WHERE THEY LIKE TO PLAY. WE WILL BEGIN TO
DO CIRCLE TIME GAMES AND SONGS TO PROMOTE TURN TAKING AND HELP THE CHILDREN TO LEARN EACH
